A mastoiditis is a purulent infection of the mastoid air cells (behind the ear) and it is the most common
complication of acute otitis media (ear infection). The prognosis is excellent if the treatment is early and adequate.

Your child will be hospitalized for:

Blood tests

An assessment by the ear, nose and throat specialist (ENT) and infectious disease specialist
A diagnostic imaging as needed

Intravenous antibiotics (antibiotic in his/her vein)

Additional treatments as needed

If your child has pain, fever or if his status changes, let his nurse know for him to be reassessed and relieved

by:

Acetaminophen (Tylenol®, Tempra® or trademark)

Morphine

Activities such as reading or playing games that require concentration (for example, hide and seek) can
help to reduce pain
